Tide Gauge Task Team strategy points

· Contribution to the implementation of EOSS by establishing a European Tide Gauge Network as a regional component of GLOSS

· Assist in the standardization of tide gauge operations, data quality control/processing and applications, of a multi-purpose network, based on GLOSS, ICG/NEAMTWS and other user requirements

· Act as a link between national agencies of tide gauge operators and data providers

· Supervise and report problems of sustainability of the network

· Promote research and tests of new sea level monitoring technologies

Major focus items for your group in the short and medium term

· Sustainability of existing national networks and search for funding opportunities

· Gap analysis of existing data portals providing tide gauge data: identification of problems and needs of collaboration between different data aggregators GLOSS, PSMSL, CMEMS, EMODnet, etc

· Updated metadata information and tide gauge inventory, with improved visibility of ellipsoidal heights and vertical land movement information

· Contribution to the Best Practices initiative, by contributing with high-quality procedures for tide gauge managements (from operations, data to information)

· New technologies for coastal sea level measurements

Ideas on how EuroGOOS Office, WGs , TTs and ROOSs can help to reach TG TT strategic goals

· Need of link, collaboration and exchange of information with other EuroGOOS Working Groups, for instance, the DATAMEQ, Coastal and Technology WGs

· Input from ROOSs for updated tide gauge inventory in each region
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
